TERMS OF REFERENCE

I. Background

The Department of Land Resources(DoLR) had been examining the feasibility of launching a National Mission on Bio-Diesel Demonstration Phase involving Jatropha and Pongamia Plantations for Bio-diesel  production in the country.  The objectives of the Demonstration Project are :

a)  To test and develop appropriate planting material, package of practices and conversion techniques for cultivating Jatropha and Pongamia and processing their seeds into biodiesel. 
b) To demonstrate the commercial viability of planting Jatropha and Pongamia to be used primarily as inputs for production of biodiesel.
c) To demonstrate the appropriate package of practices for cultivation of Jatropha and Pongamia under different climatic and soil conditions.
d) To produce quality seedlings for biodiesel production.
e) To lay the framework of an institutional network for supplying seed and seedlings for widespread cultivation of Jatropha and Pongamia.
f) To promote plantation of Jatropha and Pongamia mainly on waste and degraded common and marginal lands by communities, PRIs and individuals through extension, institutional and financial support.
2.
The Demonstration phase of proposed National Mission interalia envisages seedling raising and plantation in 3 lakh hectares wasteland, Research & Development (R&D) and establishment of a Mission Secretariat in the DoLR.  The proposed activities under the project  are :-  

(i) Nursery raising & certification of quality  planting material;

(ii) Plantation on forest and non-forest land.
(iii) Ensuring availability for quality planting material.
(iv) Extension support – using officials of the forest, agricultural and other departments and PRIs.
(v) Research and Development to fill in the gaps in available scientific data especially regarding yields, processing techniques and economic viability before they can be taken up for widespread use by farmers  and entrepreneurs.  Research & Development was also necessary for development expelling and trans-esterification techniques.

(vi) Training, IEC and capacity building.
(vii) Procurement and marketing of seed.
(viii) To find cost efficiency mechanism for collection, storage and transportation of seeds for both plantation as well as for oil expelling and extraction.

(ix) Downward linkages in the form of trans-esterification plants, development of proper markets, creating a conducive investment climate, proper pricing to ensure reasonable returns.

(x) Policy support system covering pricing and minimum support price issues, tax concessions, fiscal and budgetary support and tariff and trade policies.

(xi) Convergence with other schemes of wasteland and agriculture department.

II.     Objectives of the study:

3.
It has been decided that an assessment of Jatropha/Pongamia Plantation undertaken in the country need to be made for taking decision on launching of the project.  Expression of Interests(EOI) are invited from Govt. Organizations and reputed Research and Academic institutions for taking up the assessment study.  

4.
Keeping the above objectives in mind the evaluating agency must have full understanding of the programme.  The agency is expected to obtain data from primary and secondary sources and through the field surveys.  Assessment study will include the following parameters:

(i) Assessment of quality of existing plantations in different agro-climatic zones, in different nature of land/soil in terms of their productivity for bio-diesel on commercial basis. 

(ii) Availability of germ plasm/seed material for different climatic and soil conditions and certification of quality planting material and existence of institutional arrangement for the purposes.
(iii) Identification of package of practices for plantation of Jatropha and Pongamia and agro- techniques under different climatic and soil conditions.
(iv) Different climatic and soil conditions areas and their potential for taking-up the commercially viable Jatropha/Pongamia plantations and availability of such lands for such plantations.
(v) Seed production quantity/Seed collection/storage facilities/Percentage oil content/Expelling and extracting of oil and its processing into bio-diesel / Marketing of seeds.
(vi) Forward and backward linkages being followed in the bio-diesel plantations. Linkages among producers, credit institutions, oil companies, research organizations, Govt. departments, PRIs, intermediaries, customer of the products of bio-fuel value chain and efficacy of these linkages.
(vii) Economics/commercial  viability of the plantation programme.
(viii) Extension/IEC/Capacity building support.
III.        Scope of the Work:-

5.
Perception of all the relevant stakeholders involved in the entire system of bio-diesel production need to be studied in terms of quality of inputs, process and the impact.  The study will involve collection of relevant information, quantitative as well as qualitative, on all the key parameters as listed in para II, from all the relevant stakeholders mentioned below:-

a) Govt. agencies such as Deptt. of Bio-technology(DBT), Council of Scientific and Industrial Research (CSIR), Deptts. Of Agriculture & Cooperation(DAC), ICAR, Ministry of Environment & Forests(MoEF), Ministry of Renewable Energy(MNRE), TERI, DRDO, State Bio-diesel Agencies/Boards, State Agri-Universities/Institutes etc. who are working on various aspects related  to Bio-diesel plantation
b) Panchayati Raj Institutions(PRI)

c) Corporate and Private Players

d) Banks and Credit Lending agencies

e) Self Help Groups (SHGs) and Farmer Groups.

        Other stakeholders that may be discovered during the assessment exercise will also be envisaged under the scope of the study.

6.
The study will involve collection/compilation of data and its analysis with the clear deliverables as mentioned in para V.  Inputs from different stakeholders would be brought together for analyses to analyse the actual status of Jatropha/Pongamia plantation.

7.     Major states, namely, Rajasthan,  Gujarat,  Karnataka, Tamil Nadu, Andhra Pradesh,  Chattisgarh,  Madhya Pradesh,    Uttarakhand,  and one state from NE region involved in Jatropha/Pongamia Plantations will be taken into consideration for the propose of the study.  
8.   Sample size will include atleast 10% of the total number of districts in each state.  Sample selection criteria of various methodologies/parameters should be clearly mentioned in the offer.

9.    The study will encompass physical verification of different value chains of bio-diesel production, structured interviews and discussions.
IV.    Period of study

10.    The study will be completed in about 6 months.  
V.      Deliverables:

11.      On the basis of the assessment of the above mentioned parameters, the study will suggest the roadmap on the following points:-  

(i) Whether a demonstration phase of 3 lakh hectare need to be taken up now?
(ii) If demonstration phase is not viable, recommendations on alternatives.
(iii) If to be taken up, how much can be taken up in each year in the country for next 3 years?

(iv) Should Jatropha or Pongamia be taken up in poor/degraded land only though it may have low Net Energy Ratio(NER) & will it be commercially viable?

(v) If plantation to be taken up, how much should be Jatropha?

(vi) What nature of germ plasm is to be utilized for each zone in different agro-climatic and soil conditions?

(vii) Which organizations at present are available to provide such germ plasm and how many will be available to cover the targeted area?
12.     The proposed study will provide the deliverables in the following form:

(ii) Presentations
(iii) Final Survey Report

(iv) Soft copy of data set

(v) Hard copies of record relating to the study.
VI.      Eligibility of the Agency
13.
Agencies fulfilling following criteria will be eligible for submitting the offers:
a) The agencies should have national/state level reputation/presence and well versed with the subject of the study.

b) Should have adequate technically and managerially qualified and well experienced in-house resource base and a strong creative team for designing and implementing the study.

c) The agency should have minimum 5 years’ experience in conducting such assessments/studies at national/state level.

d) The agency should have successfully executed one similar project. 

e) The agency should have the ability to collect relevant data/information required for the purpose without imposing any responsibility on DoLR.

VII.      Other conditions

(i) Agencies shortlisted on the basis of technical bid proposals may be asked to present a synopsis of its proposal before the experts/officers in DoLR. 
(ii) The know-how generated from the project would be the property of DoLR.  
(iii) All the source material will be handed over by the agency to DoLR after the study.

(iv) DoLR will be free to get the progress reviewed in detail by experts assigned by DoLR.  In addition, DoLR officers may visit periodically for ascertaining the progress of work.
(v) Agency will nominate a chief-investigator for the period of the study who will not be changed during the course of the study.

(vi) Agency should execute the assessment through its own technical manpower and will not outsource the job, completely or partially, to any other agency.

(vii) The staff that may be employed for the project by the institution are not be treated as employees of DoLR and the employment of such staff at the time of completion or termination of the project will not be the concern/responsibility of  DoLR .
